A cycle tour enables you to come across things which you would probably miss from
inside a car.

Cyprus is a biker’ s paradise and it' s not just because of the guaranteed sunshine.
Granted the excellent weather conditions prevailing on the island mean cycling can
be enjoyed almost throughout the year. And, unlike other European or Mediterranean
countries, strong headwinds are rare.

Many people find the easiest way to explore Ayia Napa - Protaras and the surrounding
area is to hire a bicycle. Bicycles can be hired from numerous shops all over the town
and start from just a few Eurc a day.

Specialist cycling paths exist in the area both for lovers of this sport and as a means to
explore. The island has perfect weather for cycling, especially in the winter months,
what with low annual rainfall and few of the headwinds that are a bane to cyclists,

Cycle paths also run along the coast road from Ayia Napa towards Protaras, taking
in Cape Greco where the old road has been turned into a walking and cycling route.

The main road out of Ayia Napa towards Paralimni town has cycle paths in both

directions up to the edge of town when they become a little congested with
the roadway.
